Native American Research Brochure — 24 Assessment Points

Objective
From information gathered in class and at home, you will create a brochure describing 5

Native American Culture Groups. You will create a brochure, in class, showing what

you have learned in regards to these groups.

Procedure

1. Take notes from the information on each of the areas. This information can be found
on the colored pages at the desk in the middle of the room.

2. If you choose to use the internet, that is fine. However, you will have to do internet
research at home on your own time.

3. Use Cornell Notes to help you organize your information.

4. Choose 5 of the 8 culture groups to include in your brochure. Do not do all 8
groups.

5. You will construct a descriptive paragraph to describe each culture group. Write your
rough drafts in your notebook before placing them on your final brochure.

6. 1 will look at your Cornell Notes and paragraphs as we go throughout the week.

7. Include 1 picture that describes any aspect of that culture’s way of life on your

brochure. This can also be hand-drawn. This could be on your title page.

Topics — your brochure should have 2 descriptive paragraphs per culture group.

1. A description of the geography located within each culture area. You can get a

fair amount of information from the colored pages on the center table.
2. Describe the way of life of groups located within your culture group.
a. What were/are the customs/celebrations/rituals of the culture group?
b. What were/are the core beliefs of the group?
i. Religious beliefs.
ii. Attitudes towards other tribes (cooperative/conflict)..
iii. Describe how this group interacted with their environment.
1. Give at least two examples of how your group used
resources available to them.

You will finish this in class and it is due by the end of class on Thursday.
